


Direct-VentDirect-Vent Gravity Furnaces

Example:  900 square feet area with an eight foot ceiling;
ceiling and wall insulation only;  normal outside temperature of 30°
30’ length x 30’ width x 8 ‘ ceiling height x 4 = 28,800 Btu/hr.
Select the direct-vent or top-vent furnace nearest to the size you need.

Outside Winter
Temperature in Degrees F       -30°    -20°  -10°     0°    10°    20°     30°

No insulation           14       13    12    10      9      8       6
Ceiling insulation                  13       12    11      9      8      7       5
Ceiling & wall insulation         12       11    10      8      7      6       4

Multiply the room size (length x width x ceiling height) to be
heated by the factor below to obtain INPUT Btu/hr. needed to
maintain an approximate inside temperature of 70°F.

Btu/hr. Sizes:  14,000;  22,000 and 30,000
